* Students must have satisfactorily completed technical courses with at least a grade of C or demonstrated satisfactory performance.

* Students may not apply for credit for the same technical skills through the narrative course process; in addition, students may not use both technical
credit and prior experiential credit to satisfy degree requirements.

« Students may not apply more than 36 hours of technical credit to a degree. However, the specific number of technical hours applicable to each
